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Dom. Denis Mortet, Chambertin GC
(£2,900, Je)

A tiny parcel of 0.15ha (“hélas”, says Arnaud Mortet) yielded only two barrels in 2012, but
what a wine this is, easily digesting its 100% new oak. This is a very fine wine: silky and
aromatic, with notes of spice and fresh tea and a backbone of acidity that will sustain the
wine as it ages. A domaine that is getting better and better.

2020-30

Dom. Denis Mortet, Clos de Vougeot GC
(£1,900, Je)

This is one of the oakier wines at the domaine in 2012, but it’s still very harmonious, in
keeping with the new and welcome approach here. Ginger and Asian spices on the nose,
sweet, textured tannins, bright acidity and subtle red fruits on the palate make this an
outstanding Clos de Vougeot.

t2002-30

Dom. Denis Mortet, Gevrey-Chambertin PC Lavaux-St-Jacques
(£1,100, Go, Je, Ta)

Several different soil types are behind this fine Lavaux, drawn from five separate parcels
totalling 1.2ha. It’s a fresh, sappy, nuanced, beautifully aromatic wine from one of my
favourite Gevrey Premiers Crus. Sweet and balanced, it’s ripe yet restrained at the same
time, with acidity lifting the fruit on the finish.

2018-28

Dom. Denis Mortet, Gevrey-Chambertin PC
(£830, Je, J&B)

Four different parcels go into this Premier Cru blend, which is demonstrably more than the
sum of its parts (and always comes from the same sources). In common with the style of wine
that is emerging under Arnaud Mortet, this is less oaky in the past and considerably finer.
Succulent red fruits, a hint of reduction and an ethereal finish.

2017-25

Dom. Denis Mortet, Gevrey-Chambertin PC Les Champeaux

(EPOA)

Sourced from the northern end of the village close to Brochon, this comes from four separate
plots, all of them with vines over 70 years old. There’s a freshness from the hills and the
altitude of the vineyard, with aromas of tangerine, redcurrant and raspberry, well-integrated
oak and very fine, silky tannins. Delicious.
